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IRS Warning of Tax Scams

The Internal Revenue Service warned taxpayers to be on the lookout for a summer surge of
tax scams as identity thieves continue pounding out a barrage of email and text messages
promising tax refunds or offers to help 'fix' tax problems.

The latest email schemes touch on a variety of topics, but many center around promises about
a third round of Economic Impact Payments. The IRS is seeing hundreds of complaints daily
pouring into phishing@irs.gov about this scam, which has an embedded URL link that takes
people to phishing website to steal sensitive taxpayer information.

The IRS is also receiving reports of emails urging people to "Claim your tax refund online,"
and text messages that the person's tax return was "banned" by the IRS. These scams are
riddled with spelling errors and awkward phrasing, but they consistently try to entice people
to click on a link.
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
